ONE CASE OF the newly emerg- 
ing Covid-19 variant NB.1.8.1 
and four instances of the LF.7 
type have been detected in 
India, according to INSACOG 
data.As of May 2025, the World 
Health Organization (WHO) 
classifies LF.7 and NB.1.8 sub- 
variantsasvariants under mon- 

itoring, not as variants of con- 
cern orvariants of interest. But 

these are the variants that are 
reportedly driving the rise in 
Covid casesinChinaand parts of 
Asia.Accordingtodata from the 
Indian SARS-CoV-2 Genomics 
Consortium (INSACOG), one 
case of NB.1.8.1 was identified 
in April in Tamil Nadu and four 
cases of LF.7 were detected in 
Gujarat in May. 

In India, the most common 

variant remains JN.1, compris- 

ing 53% of samples tested, fol- 
lowed by BA.2 (26%) and other 
Omicron sublineages (20%). 
ThoughWHO's preliminaryrisk 
assessment classifies NB.1.8.1 
asposingalow publichealthrisk 
globally, its spike protein muta- 
tions such as A435S, V445H, 

and T478I suggest increased 
transmissibility and immune 
evasion compared toothervari- 
ants. As of May 19, the country 
had 257 active Covid cases. 

A meeting chaired by the 
Director General of Health Ser- 
vices and attended by experts 
from the National Centre for 
Disease Control, ICMR, and 
other key health institutions 
recently reviewed the situation. 

Several regions have 
reported localised increases. 
Delhi recorded 23 new cases, 
AndhraPradesh reported fourin 
the last 24 hours, Telangana 
confirmed one, and a nine- 
month-old in Bengaluru tested 
positiveamid agradualriseover 
thepast 20 days.Kerala reported 
273 cases in Mayalone. 

An 84-year-old man died of 
Covid in Bengaluru, while 
another patient died in Thane. 
Eight new cases of the infection 
werereported in the cityon Sat- 
urday,the Thane Municipal Cor- 
poration (TMC) said.There area 
total of 18 active patients in the 
city,it said,adding that only one 
of them is undergoing treat- 
ment at hospital while others 
arein homeisolation.
